Rate of Return Guidelines for Gas 

STAKEHOLDER WORKSHOP 

As part of its work program to develop the Rate of Return Guidelines for Gas, the Economic 
Regulation Authority Secretariat will hold a stakeholder workshop on approaches to 
estimating the cost of debt. 

A background Working Paper to inform the workshop is available on the Authority’s website.  
The Working Paper considers three alternative options for estimating the cost of debt in 
terms of their outcomes for economic efficiency.  The paper concludes that on efficiency 
grounds, the ‘on-the-day’ approach to estimating the cost of debt, currently used by the 
Authority, performs significantly better than a ‘trailing average’ approach.
