 Post-2015 UN Development Agenda – Mr Chris Twomey, WACOSS, provided an overview 
of the performance of the United Nation’s Millennium Development Goals and the 
development of the Sustainable Development Goals. 

 Review of the Electricity Generation and Retail Corporation (EGRC) Regulatory Scheme 
– Ms Natalie Jackson, Principal Analyst, Economics Division, ERA, provided an overview of 
the Annual Review of the Electricity Generation and Retail Corporation (EGRC) Regulatory 
Scheme. 

 Review of the Railways Access Code – Mr Jeremy Threlfall, Assistant Director Rail, Access 
Division, ERA, provided an overview of the reasons for the review of the Railways (Access) 
Code 2000 including background information on the Competition Principles Agreement. 

 Prisons Inquiry Final Report – Ms Leonie Browner, Assistant Director Inquiries, Economics 
Division, ERA, provided an overview of the ERA’s recently completed inquiry into the 
efficiency and performance of Western Australian prisons.
