Landfill Gas and Power does not supply
electricity to residential customers.

Landfill Gas and Power extracts gas from three landfill sites within the Perth metropolitan area
and coverts the gas into renewable electricity using three gas-to-energy power stations located
adjacent to the landfill sites.?

Landfill Gas and Power applied to the ERA on 4 May 2021 to renew ERL11, which is due to
expire on 29 June 2021.

ERL11 has been renewed from 5 June 2021 for 15 years.
